




Update on the Bike Path Connector and Fencing between Rotary Park and Hunters Ridge: The fencing is

done, the MOA signed by the City, BTPD, and Sanitary Engineering. The County Administrator has

requested some changes that the lawyers are working out. We are waiting on this bill so we can get our

portion paid before the end of the year. The BTPD approved up to $22,008 as our portion. The amount

could be substantially less, more in the range of $16,000.

Flagpoles at Community Park: Mr. Hamilton brought one bid to the table. At the July meeting, he was

instructed to prepare a statement of work and to seek at least 3 bids. Since this was not done, the Board

took no action other than reminding Mr. Hamilton that at least 2 more bids were to be obtained for

consideration.

Park Board Meeting Facility: Ms. Cochran reported meeting with Trustee Bob Stone and Fire Chief David

Vandenbos about a potential spot in Fire Admin for use as an office. The room is under utilized by the

fire department and Chief Vandenbos has no problem with the Park District using it for now. He stated it

might not be a long term solution but if that is the case, he believes there might be other offices that

will open up in the future. Bob Darden will finalize a letter to Bob Stone who will put it on the Trustees

agenda for October 19 for discussion.

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Robinson reported that no action has been taken yet on updating bank account records and

centralizing past documents. He will call our assistant treasurer, Val Hamilton, and go to National City

Bank and get his name on the accounts. He continues to update the spreadsheet he created to track

park district monies.

The board agreed that they need an inventory of BTPD property. Over the years the barn has become a

catch all and it has become unclear who owns what in the bays and in the old office. A work session is

needed and will be planned for November to accomplish some sort of accounting.

Mr. Hamilton's report: Steve Moody is repairing the sign at Community Park. In addition, He is working

with the Girl Scouts and Eagle Scout candidate as discussed above. He noted that he had talked to the

Township Road Department about moving the fire ring at Community Park closer to the front of the

Park. He added that he had provided routine surveillance and stocking of the restroom at Community

Park.

His planned actions include winterizing the water sources at Victory and Community parks, continuing

surveillance activities and obtaining quotes or new flagpoles at Community Park.

Mr. Hamilton continues to provide routine surveillance and restroom restocking as needed.
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The Girl Scout Scholarship Fund, created with money left over from the Community Park IAngels Pass

project, is still alive and funding a $300 grant to any senior girl in the Beavercreek school system who

meets the criteria. The account is administered by the Beavercreek High School Scholarship Committee

who states it has about $3000.00 in it.

Next meeting is scheduled for 7pm, Tuesday, November 10, 2009 at the Beavercreek Township Fire

Admin Building. There being no further business, Steve moved to adjourn the meeting, Pat seconded.

All in favor, motion carried. Bob adjourned the meeting at 8:52 pm.
