Liability Insurance Policy Review: Mr. Darden read through the policy. He questions whether we need

additional coverage. This issue will be further reviewed.

New Business: The MOA for the office space was reviewed and voted on. Mr. Darden made the motion

to approve the agreement. Mr. Robinson seconded. All in favor. Motion carried.

Painting of the new office: Once the Fire Chief agrees on the color as per the agreement, Mr. Hamilton

volunteered to paint the office.

MOA between the Park Board and the Beavercreek North Girl Scouts: The Board will request that the

Scout Director correct the title of the person signing the agreement and return the MOA for signing at

the next meeting.

Review of Public Records Management and Credit Card Policies: Credit Cards- The board will further

review the wording for emergency purchases. It was recommended that we have a $50.00 or greater

purchase to use our tax exempt status. There is a lot of time involved working with merchants to get this

discount. The board will vote on the revised policy at the Jan meeting.

Release of Public Records: There was Discussion about the secretary being responsible for the records

but no vote was taken. This will be further reviewed and voted on at the next meeting.

The Cell Phone Policy will be reviewed at the next meeting.

Computer/Office supplies Purchase: Mr. Robinson will look at computers for us. It was recommended

that the board acquire a printer, copier, scanner with llx17 paper capabilities. It was also desired to

have a laptop computer for use by the Board.
