PROCLAMATION 
IN HONOR OF DR. GEORGE ZIMMERMAN: 
WHEREAS, DR. GEORGE ZIMMERMAN, born in 1779 and died in 1818, was not 
only one of the early settlers of Beavercreek Township, but was also one of 
Beavercreek’s early doctors.  His children and descendants continued to live in the 
area and also contributed to the growth and progress of Beavercreek, and through 
this proclamation we also honor them.  
In 1805, Dr. George Zimmerman with his wife Nancy Durnbaugh Zimmerman 
traveled from Maryland to Beavercreek Township and settled on what was then 
called the Big Road to Dayton, now Dayton-Xenia Road.  The original Zimmerman 
home site is located on the south side of Dayton-Xenia Road just to the east of the 
current Beavercreek Township Fire Station Number Two.  The home still stands 
today, now with white siding and probable additions, amid open fields.  It was 
there that George and Nancy raised two sons and four daughters. 
During the construction of their log cabin home, the Zimmermans resided with 
Nancy’s sister Francis and her husband Philip Harshman at their home built 
around 1804 on what is now North Fairfield Road.  This is the same Harshman 
House that is preserved at Wartinger Park in the City of Beavercreek.   
Dr. Zimmerman died at age 39 in 1818 and is buried in a tiny fenced cemetery 
tucked in behind the Fire Station on Dayton-Xenia Road on the original home site.  
His wife Nancy died in 1861 at the age of 79 and is buried in that same cemetery 
along with Philip Harshman and a few other family members. 
History shows that Dr. Zimmerman was a kind and caring man. The estate 
paperwork filed after his death showed 152 open unpaid accounts from the local 
citizenry for services totaling $662.43 and three/fourths cents.  The highest 
amount owed him was $41.75 by Widow Haney, and the lowest amount shown 
was 12 and one/half cents owed by Jasper DeVilbiss. 


 


In 1830, Jacob Zimmerman, the second son of George and Nancy, married Mary 
Shoup the daughter of Solomon Shoup who had built the first flour mill along the 
Little Beaver Creek in 1805.  Following his marriage, Jacob was involved at the 
mill for many years until his death in 1867.  
Jacob and Mary settled on the southeast corner of Dayton-Xenia Road and North 
Fairfield Road where they opened a store.  In 1843, he donated a parcel of land on 
an opposite side of that intersection to build the first house of worship, and the 
settlement that grew in that area took the name Zimmerman.  This area continued 
to be known as Zimmerman for many years.

Records Retention/Public Records Policy:  
 Legal Advisor Dawn Frick briefly went over the draft policy, where she pulled 
information from to place in the policy, and that this policy encompasses the old 
policies into this new one.

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Mr. Kretz called the Special Trustee Meeting to order at 9:00 A.M.  Those present 
were Trustees:  Tom Kretz and Carol Graff. Staff present:  Township 
Administrator/Public Safety Director Alex Zaharieff, Finance Director James 
Barone, Fire Chief David VandenBos Deputy Fire Chief Scott Dorsten, and Deputy 
Fire Chief John Mercs. 
 
The Purpose of this Special Meeting is to meet in Open Session to continue 
discussions on the 2016 budget/appropriations. 
 
Fire Department: 
 
Chief VandenBos discussed the Fire Department Budget which includes the Fire 
Fund (2192) and the EMS Fund (2281) as well as special funds Paying 
Accumulate Leave (2903), New Ambulance (4901), and Advanced Life Support – 
Fire Engine (4903) in depth going through each program area quite thoroughly. 
 
Additional discussions took place on levy cycles, service levels, capital plan, 
staffing and overtime. 
 
Discussion also took place on 2016 salary increases for all non-union bargaining 
unit members.  Mr. Kretz would like to know the difference between raising the 
employee contributions to health care from the current 15% to 17% or 20%.  Mr. 
Barone will go back to his office and work out those numbers. 
 
The Board took a recess from 1:20 – 2:00 P.M. 
 
The meeting reconvened at 2:00 P.M.  
 
Mr. Zaharieff explained that the budget document contained wage increases of 3% 
for all non-bargaining unit members which mirrors that of the rest of the employees 
that are covered under a collective bargaining agreement for 2016.  He also 
explained that the employee contribution rate for healthcare and dental insurance 
will rise to 17% in 2016 for all employees covered under a collective bargaining 
agreement. 
 
Discussion continued on treating all employees uniformly in the same manner as it 
has in past years.

Employees not covered by a labor management agreement, to receive a 3% 
increase in wages and to adjust the employee healthcare and dental insurance 
contribution from 15% to 17% for 2016; for all employees hired prior to August 5, 
2013.

The Purpose of this Special Meeting is to meet in Open Session to discuss the 
2016 budget/appropriations. 
 
Road Department: 
 
Mr. Parks discussed the Road and Bridge Fund (2031), the Motor Vehicle License 
Tax Fund (2011), the Gas Tax Fund (2021), the Permissive Motor Vehicle Tax 
Fund (2231), the Cemetery Fund (2041), the Police Fund (2191) as well as parks 
and library within the General Fund (1000).  
 
Discussion took place on the renewal of the 1.5 mil levy in November of 2016 as to 
whether it should be a renewal or a replacement.  Discussions will continue in 
early 2016 on the levy. 
 
Mr. Barone discussed with the Board the need to leave utility and fuel 
appropriations close to what was actually spent in 2015 to avoid a short fall in 
blanket certificates as we have no control over fuel or utility costs.  The Board 
agreed to adjust those line items all the way through the budget for all funds. 
 
After much discussion, it was decided that Road Salaries will be reduced to 
$374,000.00 as with cost allocation the difference will be accounted for in other 
line items and funds. 
 
The Contracted service line item within the police fund will be increased to

General Fund: 
 
Mr. Zaharieff and Mr. Barone discussed the parts of the General Fund not 
assigned to a particular department.

Discussion occurred on the increase to 
Elected Officials salaries and who would receive the increase and when.  Ms.

Staff present:  Township Administrator Alex Zaharieff, 
Road Superintendent Tim Parks, and Fire Chief David VandenBos.  Beavercreek

The Purpose of this Special Meeting is to meet in Open Session to review and 
discuss the 2015 Appropriations Budget. 
 
Road Superintendent Tim Parks presented the Road Department’s 2015 
Appropriations Budget including the Road and Bridge Fund, the Motor Vehicle 
License Tax Fund, the Gas Fund, the Permissive Motor Vehicle Tax Fund, the 
Cemetery Fund, the Capitol Projects/Improvement of Parks Fund, and Land 
Acquisition/Improvements Fund. 
 
Discussion began with the Road and Bridge Fund (2031) and included discussion 
on revenue, cost accounting, staffing, and true costs. Several line items were 
discussed including items such as:  salt, asphalt, and a bucket truck. 
 
General information was reviewed for the Motor Vehicle License Tax Fund (2011).   
 
General information was reviewed for the Gas Tax Fund (2021) and discussion 
occurred regarding:  paving and winter operation supplies, as they are the biggest 
expenditures from this fund. 
 
General information was reviewed for the Permissive Motor Vehicle Tax Fund 
(2231).   
 
General discussion occurred regarding Capital Funding.  Discussion occurred 
regarding paving and a bucket truck.  Discussion occurred regarding ways to 
accommodate the need for a bucket truck such as renting on an as needed basis 
or through mutual agreements with surrounding jurisdictions.   
 
General information was reviewed for the Cemetery Fund (2041) and discussion 
occurred regarding:  mowers and the creation and funding of a perpetual care 
fund. 
 
General information was reviewed for the Capitol Projects/Improvement of Parks 
Fund (4304) and the fact that the money in this fund has been encumbered for the 
flood plain survey for the replacement bridge in Phillips Park and will then be 
closed in 2015. 
 
General information was reviewed for the Land Acquisition/Improvements Fund 
(4902) and discussion occurred regarding:  possible water line expenditure in 
Rotary Park, purchasing property, possible addition of cherry trees, replacement 
bridge in Phillips Park, and the need to name the new property the township 
acquired on Indian Ripple Road. 
 
There was a twenty minute recess. 
 
The Fire Chief passed out amended papers for the Township Fire Department’s 
2015 Appropriations Budget.  The Trustees decided they will review the Fire 
Department’s budget on Monday January 26, 2015 as was advertised.

Roll Call:  Ms. Graff, yes; Mr. Paxson, yes; and Mr. Kretz, yes. 
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Mr. Kretz called the Special Trustee Meeting to order at 1:02 P.M.  Those present 
were Trustees:  Carol Graff, Dan Paxson, and Tom Kretz.  Fiscal Officer, Christy 
Ahrens and Legal Advisor Dawn Frick were also present.  Staff present:  Township 
Administrator Alex Zaharieff, Assistant to the Fiscal Officer James Barone, Road 
Superintendent Tim Parks, Fire Chief David VandenBos, IT Manager Jeff Terry, 
and Zoning Administrator/Inspector Ed Amrhein, and HR Manager Trish 
Gustafson. 
 
The Purpose of this Special Meeting is to meet in Open Session to review and 
start discussions to identify the 2015 strategic goals for the Township 
Administrator and to have discussions on the action items identified in the 
performance audits completed in 2014. 
 
Mr. Kretz stated that he wished this meeting to be an open discussion of the 
strategic goals and actions items identified in the performance audits and thinks 
that the items blend together; therefore, he passed out a worksheet he developed 
on his idea of an implementation guideline to help facilitate discussion and 
direction.  All elected officials quickly reviewed the worksheet. 
 
Mr. Paxson stated that he thought the goals for the Township Administrator (TA) 
should be developed around a strategic plan for the Township.  He also stated that 
he would like to see a project management plan developed by the TA to use as an 
oversight tool.  General discussion occurred.  Ms. Graff stated that she would like 
to see an actual example of a project management plan.  Mr. Paxson stated that 
the township doesn’t use one so therefore he does not have an actual example.  
General discussion occurred.  Mr. Kretz asked Mr. Paxson if developing and 
implementing a project management plan would be one of his goals for the TA?  
Mr. Paxson said yes.  Discussion occurred on cause and effect possibilities that 
might detract the TA from reaching his goals.  It was determined the if the TA finds 
himself in this position that the Board of Trustees would then re-evaluate and 
decide what goals needed to be prioritized above and beyond his normal daily 
responsibilities. 
 
Ms. Graff identified the goals for the TA that are most important to her.   


1. Start the process of a strategic plan and how to break it up. 
2. Priorities from the Novak report regarding staff re-organization and 


placement. 
3. The Classification and Compensation Structure 
4. Clear up the Handbook issues – review, vet and implement changes. 


 
Mr. Kretz stated that he thought the township should “get our house in order” 
before developing a strategic plan.  By implementing some of the issues identified 
in the performance audits, the township would then be in a better starting place for 
a strategic plan to be developed. 
 
Mr. Kretz identified the following as goals for the TA. 


1. Define a list of recommendations from the two performance audits and 
an implementation plan.  He understands that it will create change and 
that change is sometimes difficult but that he is looking to be cost 
effective or cost neutral. 


2. The Classification and Compensation Structure – he feels it will be a big 
project and will require legal input as well, with items such as the 
Cafeteria Plan.  General discussion occurred regarding the structure for 
compensation, reclassification, and benefits modification. 


3. Recommend the two audits be broken out so that into Operational and 
Fire, so that Fire is a goal in and of itself. 
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Mr. Kretz briefly discussed some of the items, identified in the performance audit, 
which the township has already implemented or is discussing.  The first items 
implemented were the transition from a part-time to a full-time Township 
Administrator and from a part-time to full-time Fire Department.  IT Staffing has 
been discussed and while there is not enough information available yet to make a 
decision, both audits identified the need to maintain the number of hours the IT 
Department is using, the Trustees just need to decide how they want to move 
forward.   
 
Mr. Kretz went line by line down his worksheet to discuss staff re-organization and 
placement.  This includes relocating the Fiscal Office staff to the Fire 
Administration Building and consolidating records.  He would also like the TA to 
have more a hand in the fiscal operations.  After consolidation, the temporary 
secretary position would be eliminated.  Mr. Kretz thinks the Township 
Administration Building could then be used for the Park District and overflow 
record housing. 
 
Continuing with the worksheet, discussion occurred regarding HR issues.  Mr. 
Kretz would like to see the issues vetted through legal counsel and tested in order 
to come up with a reviewed handbook, forms etc.  Brief discussion occurred on the 
Zoning fee schedule, developing an Employee Evaluation Program, Evaluating 
Third Party and Shared Services Agreements, Cost accounting and allocating – 
the need to know what our internal costs are, Employee Communication and 
Relations Programs.  The Compensation and Budget Policies are important as we 
know how the budget process works, but how do we make it better.  The 
Succession Planning Program, for all departments, would develop and implement 
cross training, leadership, management development, and continuing education 
strategies.  The Township-wide Asset Management Program is needed as one 
plan is used in some areas and not others.  Mr. Kretz agrees this is an aggressive 
timeline worksheet.  He also feels that these items need to be looked at before the 
township gets to a strategic plan. 
 
Mr. Paxson stated that some of the items presented are just a way of doing 
business and making it more efficient and effective.  He had questions regarding 
the proposed full-time Finance Director position.  Mr. Kretz stated that he had 
spoken to Mr.  Paxson regarding this idea in the past, in the hopes of making the 
position “election proof” so that the position is not tied to the Fiscal Officer, who is 
elected; therefore, providing continuity and stability in the Fiscal Office.  Mr. 
Paxson asked Mr. Kretz if the intention was to move the Assistant to the Fiscal 
Officer into this position.  Mr. Kretz stated yes, it would be a lateral move for the 
same individual.  Fiscal Officer Christy Ahrens stated that she has had discussions 
regarding this idea with Mr. Kretz and the TA, but that further discussion would be 
necessary and that she would only be open to these discussions if the current 
Assistant to the Fiscal Officer would be the person taking on the Finance Director 
position. 
 
Brief discussion occurred regarding possible annexation issues and zoning issues 
with regards to moving all staff to the Fire Administration Building.   
 
Ms. Graff stated that one of her top goals for the TA is the re-organization and 
placement strategy as Mr. Kretz outlined above.   
 
Mr. Paxson stated that morale seems to be an on-going issue in the township and 
would like to see the Internal Communications Plan developed.  He also spoke 
about the Fire Department’s past issues with employee disability pension.   
 
Mr. Zaharieff stated that he feels the reviewing the status of Fitness for Duty & 
Respirator Use Examinations for firefighters is a top goal within the Fire 
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Department set of goals.  He thinks the township needs a plan, that is non-
punitive, that can be used as a tool for fit for duty and compliance with NFPA 
standards.  A township-wide plan could also help with healthcare costs. 
 
Mr. Kretz asked Fire Chief David VandenBos to organize the goals on the 
worksheet in regards to importance and ability to complete.  Chief VandenBos 
stated that the department has already started working on three of the goals: 


1. Develop and implement an Alarm Registration Program and False Alarm 
Fee Structure. 


2. Review and update the EMS Billing and Collections Policy. 
3. Review status of Fitness for Duty and Respirator Use Examinations for 


firefighters. 
The Chief thinks these goals can be achieved by the end of February 2015, unless 
the Board changes what goals they feel are most important.  Completed goals 
include:  transitioning to full-time firefighters, reviewing fire department policies, 
and fleet evaluation.  The Chief stated that the following were his top three goals 
to tackle outside of the ones already in progress: 


1. Develop and implement Standards of Coverage Management Plan – 
The Chief thinks this goal will be time consuming in nature, but very 
necessary for the department to complete.  He views it as the Fire 
Department’s Risk Management document for the community and 
hopes to have it complete by the first half of the year. 


2. Develop Accurate Response Time Tracking System and Audit Plan. 
3. Develop and implement Workload and Performance Measurement 


Tracking Plan. 
 
General discussion reverted back to the organizational goals set for the TA.  Mr. 
Zaharieff stated that work has begun on many of the issues set forth in the 
worksheet while other issues such as zoning issues like addressing the wetland 
corridor, updating the Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Resolution, as well as 
addressing highway overlay districts are not addressed in the worksheet.  General 
discussion occurred regarding highway overlay districts and signage. 
 
Mr. Kretz gave an update on the US 35 Project and general business concerns 
and/or issues.  General discussion occurred.  The goal is to get all parties on the 
same page concerning the project by the end of summer. 
 
General discussion occurred regarding five possible strategic goals discussed: 


1. Define Operations Initiatives to be complete by the end of the year 
2. Comprise the list of Fire goals 
3. Break out Develop and Implement Classification and Compensation 


Programs as its own strategic goal 
4. Create an Economic Development Strategy – dealing with zoning and 


overlay districts 
5. Challenge the TA to develop at least one shared Agreement that will 


result in a reduction of expenditure or offset expenditures in the General 
Fund.  This is in addition to the IT project already in progress. 


General discussion occurred and the TA accepted the challenge. 
 
Discussion occurred regarding Strategic Goal #1. This shall encompass the first 
line, on Mr. Kretz’s worksheet, through Line 22 &25.  These items shall be 
discussed, implemented, and vetted for legal implications within the first seven 
months of 2015.  Mr. Paxson stated that he would like to see a Project 
Management plan put somewhere in the list of strategic goals.  General discussion 
occurred regarding:  budget, budget hearings, line items and program initiatives.  
Mr. Paxson would like to formalize the informal into a process so that when a 
purchase is requested of the Trustees there is a plan that has all the information 
necessary for the Trustees to make their decisions.  Mr. Kretz identified it as a 
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Purchase Justification Process; something that would identify who’s in charge of 
the project, the cost of the project, a timeline of purchases for the project, etc. 
 
Discussion occurred regarding lines 19, 20, 21, & 23 on the worksheet.  The TA 
will implement a Township Wide Cost Accounting Plan (Line 19) by the end of 
2015.  As for lines 20, 21, & 23 – these items will not be part of a TA strategic goal 
but will be items to explore in 2015, as evaluating 3rd party alternatives to the UAN, 
evaluating 3rd party Automated Time & Attendance Systems and evaluating 3rd 
party Payroll Software Solutions all fall under the purview of the Fiscal Officer. 
 
Discussion occurred regarding the HR components listed on the worksheet 
including the Internal Communication Plan, Employee Relations Plan and the 
Handbook.  Discussion occurred regarding internships and utilizing local college 
students to help with some of the work.  Discussion occurred on the proposed 
change of format for the Handbook in that Policies are broken out, numbered, and 
dated.  Then in the future only policies need to be updated, not an entire 
Handbook.  The changes would follow the pattern of the Ohio Revised Code.

Township Administrator Alex Zaharieff, Assistant to the Fiscal Officer James 
Barone, Road Superintendent Tim Parks, Fire Chief David VandenBos, IT 
Manager Jeff Terry,  Zoning Administrator/Inspector Ed Amrhein, and HR Manager 
Trish Gustafson. 
 
The Purpose of this Special Meeting is to meet in Open Session to review and 
discuss the 2015 Appropriations Budget. 
 
 
General Fund: 
 
Discussions began on the General Fund administration to which Ms. Graff had 
questions regarding Local Government revenue and interest revenue.  Ms. Graff 
was concerned about a statement made at the last meeting regarding depositing 
funds in the checking account and not the money market account to maximize 
interest. 
 
Mr. Barone explained that he came before the Board of Trustees six months prior 
and asked to move some money into the Morgan Stanley account and the Board 
instructed him not to move any money until the investment advisory committee 
that they formed met and gave recommendations.  Mr. Barone further explained 
that as of this date he had not been invited to attend any investment advisory 
committee meetings and has not received any notifications from that committee 
and therefore has not placed any more funds with Morgan Stanley.  There are still 
funds in two different money market accounts as well as the Morgan Stanley 
account earning interest.  He further stated the current bank balance was 
approximately 1.8 million and there would most likely not be enough cash on hand 
to make it until the settlement without transferring money from one of the money 
market accounts. 
 
Mr. Kretz asked Mr. Zaharieff if Ms. Ahrens had been invited to any investment 
advisory committee meetings to which Mr. Zaharieff answered yes to the first 
meeting and she did not attend. 
 
Discussion continued on the General Fund and the fact it seems there are 
appropriations placed into lines that aren’t needed as more of a place holder. 
There was discussion on reducing the current appropriations to be more in line 
with what was actually spent.  Mr. Barone explained that unfortunately since we 
are in January and already rolled the year, it would require closing all the current 
encumbrances and starting the process all over again which would prove to be 
most time consuming.   Discussions occurred in the future using a rolling 36 month 
average to reduce the amount of appropriations sitting in appropriation accounts 
and increase the amount placed into contingencies. 
 
 
 
2015-035 Ms. Graff made a motion to have the appropriations reflect the expenses 
in the appropriate line items for the average of the previous three years plus the 
consumer price index addition starting with the 2015 budget year. 
Mr. Paxson seconded. 
 
Discussions continued on a rolling calendar year 36 month average and the 
amount of work involved in changing course on work that has already been done 
this year.  Mr. Barone cautioned the Trustees to be careful making a motion 
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requiring changing any financial transactions of the Township without speaking to 
the Elected Fiscal Officer.   
 
Ms. Graff made an amendment to the motion to modify the calendar year to 2016 
and to include a rolling 36 month average plus the southwest Ohio consumer price 
index. 
Mr. Paxson seconded. 
Roll call on the amendment:  Ms. Graff, yes; Mr. Paxson, yes; Mr. Kretz, yes. 
 
Roll call on the amended motion:  Ms. Graff, yes; Mr. Paxson, yes; Mr. Kretz, yes. 
 
Mr. Kretz inquired as to whether elected officials could opt out of their contributions 
to OPERS.  Mr. Barone explained that they cannot do so, there is a statutory 
obligation to belong to the OPERS and have both employee and employer 
contributions withheld from their compensation and failing to do so would be a 
violation and would result in a finding for recovery issued by the State Auditor’s 
Office. 
 
Discussion continued on the General Fund and specifically the temporary position 
located in the Township Administration Building.  Ms. Graff asked when that 
position would be eliminated. Mr. Zaharieff explained that he was working on his 
goal objectives and would have something for the Board of Trustees at the next 
regularly scheduled meeting.  Ms. Graff expressed her displeasure with waiting to 
eliminate that position as she did not think that position was needed or doing 
enough for the amount of money being expended. 
 
Mr. Barone disagreed with Ms. Graff and explained that since he has been an 
employee of the Township for almost 8 years, there were two full time positions 
eliminated from that office and the budget saving a considerable amount of money 
for the Township.  Job duties and responsibilities were absorbed by he and Ms. 
White and the temporary position provides much needed coverage for only 4 
hours a day.  He explained that if it is the desire of all the elected officials to 
relocate offices, then he understood that position would no longer be needed.  He 
went on to state that as it stands now, with only two people in the office, there 
needed to be someone to provide support and coverage.   
 
Mr. Kretz reiterated to let Mr. Zaharieff present his goals and objectives to the 
elected officials at the next Trustee meeting. 
 
Discussion continued with the park budget within the General Fund. 
 
Mr. Parks and Mr. Zaharieff presented the Rotary Park budget presented by the 
City of Beavercreek, and discussions occurred regarding the contract with the City 
of Beavercreek and the need to renegotiate that contract. 
 
2015-036 Ms. Graff made a motion to authorize the Township Administrator to 
notify the City of Beavercreek that Beavercreek Township wishes to opt out of the 
current Rotary Park Agreement at its expiration and renegotiate a replacement 
simultaneously.  Mr. Paxson seconded.  Roll Call:  Ms. Graff, yes; Mr. Paxson, 
yes; Mr. Kretz, yes. 
 
Discussion continued on the Rotary Park budget and the amounts being charged 
back to the Township regarding postage for the In-Touch that we are already 
paying for, the computer software is not a cost to operate Rotary Park.  Mr. 
Zaharieff explained that it was true cost allocation.  Ms. Graff had a problem with 
the Cost Allocation going outside the City of Beavercreek and being passed on as 
part of operating Rotary Park, and not just the park department. 
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Discussion went back to the heat in the white building and the fact that there is a 
large cost for propane each year for a building that no one is in.  Discussion 
occurred on what was being stored in that building and whether there was a need 
to heat that building. 
 
Police 
 
Discussion occurred on the budget for the Sheriff, and Mr. Zaharieff explained 
there was a belief by some County Commissioners that they were subsidizing the 
Township by hundreds of thousands of dollars in that Fund.  Discussion continued 
on the responsibility of the Sheriff to respond when called and the fact that the 
contract pays for extra patrol above and beyond the requirements according to the 
ORC. 
 
Human Resources: 
 
Discussions on the Human Resource budget included money being placed into the 
budget for training and seminars to include funds for a Society for Human 
Resource Management certificate for Ms. Gustafson that she will attempt to obtain 
online.  Ms. Gustafson also explained there was a rebate from the Bureau of 
Worker’s Compensation that was placed into contracted services for use on a 
health and wellness program. 
 
Discussion continued on training and Mr. Paxson explained that he has already 
made his feelings known on the subject of training and the fact that the tax payer 
expects a certain minimum level of training and education to be achieved before 
coming in the door, and the taxpayer should not necessarily take on the burden of 
provided minimum training that should have already been obtained.  Mr. Kretz and 
Ms. Graff feel that some of that training is continuing education and should be 
maintained.  
 
There was a 5 minute recess taken at 3:46 PM and the meeting resumed at 3:51 
PM. 
 
 
Information Technology: 
 
Budget discussions continued with the Information Technology department and 
the biggest hurdle to get through this year is whether the Township should 
continue with the independent contractor to provide IT support or whether the 
Township should hire a full time employee to provide assistance to Mr. Terry. 
 
Discussions went back and forth on the cost of both scenarios and what was the 
most cost effective way to handle the need in the Information Technology 
Department. 
 
The Board decided the Township needed a full time contracted employee in the 
Information Technology Department to fully integrate the Information Technology 
duties within the Fire Department currently being performed by a Fire Department 
Battalion Chief. 
 
Mr. Zaharieff explained they were already looking into creating a job description for 
a contracted employee and if it is the desire of the Board of Trustees to shift gears 
on that, then there would be the need for formal action by the Board. 
 
2015-037 Ms. Graff made a motion to direct the Township Administrator to stop 
work on a job description for a full time IT support position.  Mr. Paxson seconded.  
Roll Call:  Ms. Graff, yes; Mr. Paxson, yes; Mr. Kretz, yes. 
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2015-038 Ms. Graff made a motion to authorize the Township Administrator to 
negotiate an extension with Mr. Ericson of his current contract at his current rate 
for 2015.  Mr. Paxson seconded.  Roll Call:  Ms. Graff, yes; Mr. Paxson, yes; Mr. 
Kretz, yes. 
 
Zoning: 
 
Budget discussions continued with the Zoning Department and Mr. Zaharieff 
explained that the increased cost to the budget in 2014 was due to the annexation 
case requiring not only more in legal costs, but costs for the Board of Zoning 
Appeals.  Mr. Amrhein wanted to point out the amount in contracted services for 
2015 is due to the unknown disposition of Greene County Regional Planning. 
 
Discussions continued regarding Health Care Costs for the entire Township and 
how much was appropriated versus what the actual expenditures were.  General 
discussions occurred in Health Care in general.  Mr. Kretz wanted to know if any 
steps were being discussed to save money in the future in health care expenses 
such as limiting coverage for spouses.   
 
Discussions continued on budgeted amounts, actual amounts and appropriated 
amounts.

Calculation graph, 2014 Estimate, Target, and Actual Wages and Overtime graph, 
the 2014 YTD Overtime Report graph, Overtime by Program list, Total Wage Cost 
list, and the 2014 Overtime Percent change by pay period graph.  General 
discussion occurred regarding this information especially on:  Overtime by 
Program and the Total Wage Cost. 
 
Chief VandenBos reviewed the cost center/program budgets for the Fire 
Department.  A brief description of the budget area and how it relates to the 
mission of the Fire Department was presented.  Generally, each program fit into 
one of three areas:  Operations – providing direct emergency services to the 
public; Support – providing direct support to the operational programs, improving 
either their efficiency or effectiveness; or Administration – providing indirect 
support to the operational programs, ensuring that there are adequate resources 
available to maintain the operational mission. 
 
Each cost center/program was reviewed; questions were asked, answered and 
discussed.  Any changes made to the appropriations budget will be updated by the 
Township Administrator.

U.S. 35: 
City Engineer Jeff Moorman spoke to the group regarding U.S. 35 and gave a 
project update regarding:  the TRAC application, Valley Rd/Trebein Rd/U.S.35 
upgrade, and the Factory Road/Yellow Brick Road/South Alpha Bellbrook Rd 
interchange.  Questions were asked, answered and general discussion occurred 
regarding:  local money from each jurisdiction for the TRAC application, the 
application in general; and the hearing date (October 1, 2015) at Miami University, 
Middletown.  All elected officials are encouraged to attend this hearing. 
 
FUTURE SHARED SERVICES: 
Fuel Station Usage: 
Public Administration Services Director Mike Thonnerieux gave a brief history of 
the City’s fuel island that was created in 2007.  He stated that the two entities have 
been discussing the possibility of a potential partnership with the Township in 
order to help save the Township money for fuel.  After an initial look, it appears 
that the Township could save roughly $16,000.00 per year if they were to partner 
with the City and use the City’s fuel station.  There would be a onetime initial fee 
the Township would also need to pay.  Mr. Thonnerieux stated that he’d be happy 
to continue the discussion with the Township Administrator, if the elected officials 
decide to move forward.  Questions were asked, answered and discussion 
occurred regarding:  that the price of fuel would not decrease just because the City 
ordered more fuel; that the City would purchase the same amount of gas it usually 
does just more frequently throughout the year if the Township uses fuel from the 
station as well; emergency situations; the fact that all City vehicles utilize the fuel 
station; upgrades needed – a fueling test upgrade (approximately $2000.00) and 
the purchase by the Township of fuel fobs (10 for $70.00); financing – discussion 
would need to occur regarding billing; and that there are no issues with the height 
or weight of the fire trucks or ambulances for the fuel station. 
There was consensus from both the City and the Township to continue moving 
forward with an Agreement.  The Township Administrator and City Manager will 
continue to work on this. 
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Joint Waste Collection Contract: 
City Manager Mike Cornell stated that the City looked into a citywide Waste 
Collection possibility several years ago in 2008.  At the time, there was not a 
savings potential for city customers.  With the potential of adding township 
residents and with that number continuing to increase, both the City Manager and 
Township Administrator are hopeful there could be a financial savings for all.  This 
contract would be an automatic opt in for residents. This could also potentially 
reduce the garbage truck traffic in the entire township.  General discussion 
occurred regarding:  what makes it more ideal to look at this idea now – the 
answer – there is more competition now; recycling and options for smaller bins.  
Both entities were interested in looking into a joint hauling contract as well.  The 
consensus of both entities was to continue to research a Joint Waste Collection 
Contract. 
 
CURRENT SHARED SERVICES: 
Dispatch Service Agreement Update: 
Police Chief Evers spoke to the group regarding the Dispatch Agreement and the 
fact that the contract is ending this year.  A few changes that are being considered 
are the duration of the contract with an auto-renew.  The City is proposing the 
length of the contract be extended to three (3) years with an auto-renewal with 
notification by June of the year before the contract ends.  Chief Evers stated that 
CPI is still driving the costs and both sides are pleased with that.  Discussion 
occurred regarding dispatch being 18%-20% of the call load for the Police 
Department and also 18%-20% of the Police budget. 
Discussion occurred regarding:  a three (3) to five (5) year contract to help with 
capital and also with record retention and the potential of changing elected 
officials.  An Agreement will come before both elected entities elected officials in 
the near future. 
 
May 26, 2015 Tornado Update: 
Chief Evers and Fire Chief VandenBos stated that the partnership between the 
Police and Fire for this incident was extensive and complimentary.  An Incident 
Report was created in order to assess things that the department’s did well, things 
they could do better and potential ways to handle things differently in the future.  
Both Chiefs talked about challenges and successes at handling the scene.  
General discussion occurred regarding:  joint exercises and including volunteers; 
and sirens or notification of imminent danger.  In this case, there was no time for 
any type of warning.  All officials feel that mass notification (via text, social media 
etc.) is the best bet for warnings. 
 
Round Table Discussion: 
Each official had an opportunity to share ideas and ask, answer or discuss the 
topics.  It was an open dialogue. 
Items discussed in general include:  the Ohio Township Association and how it 
works; possible shared services that could benefit the City – IT services are high 
on the list; a Fire District and the Mercer Study were discussed several times – 
both entities would like to come up with an agreed way to communicate when 
either entity is talking about a topic that concerns the other.  The Annual Fire 
Report was distributed to help with the discussion of this topic.  More items 
discussed in general were:  the US TRAC Application – benefits and concerns; a 
communication plan and reducing tax duplication.  The fact that Beavercreek has 
three taxing entities – the City, the Township and the Beavercreek Park District – 
and how they could be simplified and/or combined to be more efficient and 
effective was also discussed. 
The City asked why the Township doesn’t look to create an Agreement with the 
City for Police service – finance and cost are the major factors.  The Township will 
be evaluating its Police Fund in 2016 for 2017.  Discussion occurred regarding 
potential grant options if we work together. 
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The Mercer Study was discussed more fully.  City Manager Mike Cornell 
presented why the City went out for the study and stated that the City has been 
studying all their service departments throughout the years to determine if the City 
is getting what it is paying for in its departments.  This year it is the fire 
department.  It is an on-going analysis and no report has been issued yet.  When it 
is released, the City will ensure that the Township receives a copy.  General 
discussion occurred.  Two items both entities would like to come out of this 
discussion: 
~Create exploratory committees between entities and 
~More consistent and better communication between the entities.

Township Administrator/Public Safety Director Alex Zaharieff gave a brief 
background regarding the Rotary Park Agreement and the direction from the Joint 
Special Meeting where the Township Trustees and City Council members agreed 
that the two entities should try to work together and consolidate where possible.  
With this in mind, township and city employees worked on this Agreement and 
focused on instead of just consolidating and working on this one park, that all park 
entities, including the Beavercreek Township Park District, look to work together 
and consolidate.  The first two entities that would need to agree and consolidate 
would be the City of Beavercreek and Beavercreek Township and then bring in the 
Beavercreek Township Park District. 
 
Mr. Zaharieff stated that City Council met last night to discuss this same proposal 
and while there was a lot of discussion and plenty of questions, Council agreed to 
have the City Manager continue working on the Rotary Park Agreement.  The 
Trustees want to make sure that the Park District is being included in the 
conversation going forward. 
 
General discussion occurred regarding:  the Rotary Park Agreement overview that 
Road Superintendent Tim Parks handed out; the draft timeline; the anticipated 
benefits to the Agreement; and a draft letter to the City of Beavercreek extending 
the lease through next year or until a new lease agreement can be reached. 
 
Discussion occurred regarding the worksheets Mr. Parks handed out regarding:  
Rotary Park deficit, income, and Township Park maintenance budgets including 
Victory and Community Parks.    
Discussion also occurred regarding sentiment that if it was good enough to 
consolidate the park entities and put a levy on the ballot, why wouldn’t it be good 
to consolidate now and then go back to the voters with a levy when it’s needed. 
 
General discussion occurred regarding:  expenses for capital improvements in 
Rotary Park.  Currently, and in the proposed Agreement, the Township is 
responsible for all capital improvement expenses.  Ms. Graff gave a history as to 
why the township has paid for capital expenses.  Mr. Zaharieff stated that the City 
feels that if the Township owns the park, then the township owns the capital.   
 
Discussion occurred regarding the Beavercreek Township Park District:  including 
the money the Township use to budget for the Park District, the taking over of 
mowing and managing the trash for their parks, the potential hiring of a Park part-
time Park District Manager; and the need to include the Park District in on the 
discussions the City and Township are having regarding parks. 
 
Discussion occurred regarding:  financing of parks and the need for the township 
to consider looking at placing a levy on the ballot in the future in order to obtain a 
dedicated source of income for the parks and capital expenditures.  It was 
mentioned that it might be a goal to consolidate everything in the parks and hand it 
over to the Park District before 2019. 
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Discussion occurred regarding the fact that this consolidation agreement would not 
include any undeveloped parks owned by the township.  Those parks would 
continue to be maintained by the township.  If in the future the parks were 
developed, then the Agreement would need to be revisited. 
 
The Trustees agreed with the spirit of the Agreement and having one central entity 
managing the parks for the people of Beavercreek; however, they are concerned 
with the costs associated with it.
